But the same line could be used to describe the 
happenstance surrounding how David met his songwriting partner, Patsy Toop (the long), 
who five years ago summoned the courage to approach David at a charity gig he was per-
forming and ask him if she might be able to sing along. Fast forward 5 years and the duo 
has made a name for themselves with their well rounded country sound consisting of 
smart, non-formulaic songwriting, honest lyrics, and “honey coated chocolate” harmonies.
